[ think that the stands of all relevant political parties in Serbia
is that Kosovo can not be a sovereign state, but Kosovo and Me-
tohia could be very broad autonomy and the broadest one appli-
ed around world.

If the West wishes so, it will happen.

If the West would back the independence and sovereignty of
Kosovo.

Serbian Radical Party, in that case would influence in the Par-
liament of Serbia that we will not accept this state of things. In our
Constitution such situation is defined as occupation of one part of
our territory. And, there is no other word, other phrase for this si-
tuation. And I think that will be the source of continuous clashes,
and I think that the conflicts should be prevented.

They changed the Christian religion for Muslim religion, and
they enjoy all rights, not only religious rights, but all the civil
rights as all the citizens of this country.

They wished to be called Boshniacs and the state obeyed and
respected their wish and this. :

- State officially declared and allowed the possibility of their
children to go to school and have the education on iac lan-
guage. Science tells that it is all Serbian language, but with diffe-
rent dialects.

But, the State accepted the existence of e new language and it
was all done in order to prevent new conflicts.

You have got at the seen two new power politicians that are
contrary supposed to each other. N

The Government of Serbia has a cooperation with one of
them and the President of Serbia cooperated with the other one.




And when Government and President of Serbia got into quar-
rel then those two politicians also got into mutual quarrel.

In the meantime the Govemment has also take the second po-
litician in its lap, Sulejman Ugljanin.

On this point we had a problems with Democratic Party beca-
use, Democratic Party wanted to take always those two manda-
tes of those two politicians who belong to Parliament of Serbia,
and now they say I am guilty that those mandates were not taken
from those two politicians.

Now, there is claim against Serbia that the rights of Hungari-
ans are violated in Vojvodina and you have got the representative
of Hungarians present in the Government of Vojvodina.

In seven municipalities in Vojvodina, the Hungarians hold the
authority, they are enabled to have education until doctor of de-
gree even on their mother tongue.
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They have formed sort of region consisting of those munici-
palities, they have almost direct relationship with the Government
of Hungary and all that is allowed.

And far from that we can not allow; it can not be gone, and no
state will allow more than that.

So it can not be source of conflict if somebody else would li-
ke to establish state on our territory or if he wants a part of our ter-
ritory, or if he wants a part of our territory get to unite with his
own state.

According to the Constitution of Federal Republic of Yugosla-
via dividing of Republics was not possible without Referendum
in both republics.

They are located in Bulgaria. and I suppose that they have no
translator for Serbian language.

We are completely aware of the current crisis that Serbia and
Montenegro are faced with. Crisis in our country began upon dis-
integration of Socialistic Federative Republic of Yugoslavia.

Disintegration of the state and changing of the borders were
unbelievable acts in other states, but it was approved, here in
Yugoslavia.



Until we were living in unique state, people had no doubts
where they would live. It was one state, and it was irrelevant whe-
re somebody would be inhabited. But, at the point of forming the
new borders, borders were determined according to some territo-
ries in the frame of former state, and some problems appeared, we
couldn’t solve ever.

Serbian population are the only people that on the temitory of
newly formed states have compact territories, and they are not al-
lowed their territories to become the part of Serbian state, then the
only solution was found — process of driving out Serbs from the-
ir homes.

Confirming and approving reality, United Nations formed Re-
public Serbian Crajina, at the first moment. But, after a short time
they allowed to Croats to drive out Serbs from that territory.

They formed Republika Srpska, too.

Today, eleven years after, it is not the State anymore. Still they
have protector, who represents the President, Government, Parli-
ament, Professors of University.

According to the Resolution of Security Council, United Na-
tions guaranteed the sovereignty of Kosovo and Metohia.

Today, openly they discuss about the independence of Koso-
vo and Metohia.

This independence was introduced by United Nations, beca-
use representatives of United Nations were the ones who vidlated
Resolution 1244.

Negotiations regarding the destiny of Kosovo and Metohia
just started.

It is discussed local-autonomy, decentralization, but no one
mentioned on which territory?

Is it territory of Serbia, or the territory of independent country?

At the same time the Ean;c&ss of destruction of the state named
Serbia and Montenegro has begun. We will have Referendum in
May, and it will be held according the Rules of European Union.
The officials in Montenegro cannot lose. Even if the result of the
Referendum would be such as to stay together in the same state,
that state will be out of function, so in three years we will have
new Referendum, again.

This building of the Assembly of Serbia and Montenegro'is
opened exclusively, now when Serbian Radical Party receives re-

Tomislav Nikolic: Esteemed Excellencies, thank you very
much for acceptingimy invitation to come to this meeting and
especially very much on it to meet some of you for the first time.

It is a pleasure to me and honor to meet some you once aga-
in. Deputy’s Club of Serbian Radical Party has chosen this way
of informing you and getting you acquaint with it’s sort of work.
We wanted to get you acquaint with our positions and with and
with goings

In this political issues in Serbia. We are very well aware that
you have official contacts with officials of our country, but accor-
ding to our point of view, direct contact is also one of the manners
of getting to know of each other. .

Orice again, let me thank you for accepting our invitation to
come to have discussions with us, today having in mind that you
are representatives of mighty and influenced countries.As you
know, situation, in our country is very complex one, and accor-
ding to the behavior of the officials, we cannot see that a solution
of this situation is very much near to us.

Unfortunately, we have found that we are in a very bad posi-
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tion, bad situation and circumstances to solve one of the most im-
portant isstie§ for this country, today.

Today, we are having this meeting of the premises with As-
sembly of serbia and Montenegro, in Assembly where Serbian
Radical Party has one third of m.p..

Unfortunately, this parliament doesn’t function properly, as
the State Union, also doesn’t. This is the last form of organizing
in former Yugoslavia.

So. that once it was country of almost 20 million people, now,
has been reduced to some parts that will be of neglect for many
actors in the world.

You know that we are expecting the Referendum to be held in
Montenegro. We have accepted voting and expressing of opini-
on of the people, according to the rules that European Union has
proposed, and we are very much interested in the results of that
Referendum.

Our position is very clear, that is position that we should rema-
in together. We are not satisfied with the way that Govemment of
Montenegro has preparing and leading this process of future Re-
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ferendum, but we have’got no possibilities to influence that pro-

cess, at all. ‘
We are going to accept the results of Referendum, in the same

way, the same way they would be accepted in Montenegro.

But, I have noticed so far that anyone has suggested to Mon--

tenegro Govemment that it is one senseless move.

And, I haven’t also seen that anybody in Montenegrin Go-
vemment has convinced sincerely, that is really indispensable to
hold the Referendum. :

We have refused to discuss with the Government of Monte-
negro about the future relations, because it was one side proposal
and was only referred to the situation that Montenegro would be
independent.

We said let us talk about that both variants, both possibilities.
The purpose of referendum is that because we don’t know what
is the position, the opinion of people would be. It is a great p{o-
blem for Serbia and Montenegro. . \

It is obviously that situation resemble the one in Italy, that half
of the voters is for one side, and other half is for the other side.

So, it is very difficult to find the solution, when the half of po-
pulation is not satisfied . The rule' where is no changing of bor-
ders, that rule seems that it is not respected by European Union,
only in case of our country, Serbia and Montenegro.

That is in case of relations-between Kosovo and Serbia.

The process of disintegration of Serbia is obvious, and our
most serious reason for discussion is the situation at Kosovo and
regardless of what our officials have told you and regardless what
are you going to hear from us.

I'am quite convinced that that I am presenting to you the right

position of the people of Serbia and Montenegro if I say that that

Kosovo and Metohia cannot be independent. And concerning to
our political party we’ll never accept this independence, and 1
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don’t know what state in the world would accept something like
that. But I must say that we are ready to allow the administration
to Albanians who are in majority in Kosovo and Metohia, withir
Serbia.

I can confirm to you immediately, that we are ready to provi-
de the broadest possible level of autonomy and there is common
accordance about that in Serbia, and except of some politicians
that are still in the Government. but they are of no importance, no-
body else would represent other position.

We can also notice that some new hot spots are going to be
opened on territory of Serbia and we are very much concerned
with the situation in Raska, or Sandzak, where we had clash bet-
ween the two Muslim parties that represent the majority of the po-
pulation, in that region.

We will have different moves from that of Government in Ser-
bia, our position will be to include both parties into Government
and we would be ready to calm the passions that are the reason
among them and would be ready to include fully their represen-
tatives in political life in Serbia.

You belong to the countries that are not in European Union
and in this way we would like to show you, to express how im-
portant, is cooperation with your countries, to us.

Some of the people are against us and condemn us being aga-
inst European Union. But, I'must say we are only very rational
about it, regarding the position of Serbia in the world. We are very
much doubtful in doings of European Union towards us. We ha-
ve accepted political, economical and financial system, and we
almost nearly con:l)leted privatization of our properties, but it did-
n’t bring emergently a better situation, situation seems to be much
worse than it was earlier. There is'a higher rate of criminal and all
that is caused by the economic criminal, and you can be witness,
these days that large number of factories have been sold at mini+
mal price, really very low price. We would be ready to accept that

And we will ne-
ver ask for your support if it would put your state in danger, but
if we ask you regard the issue of Kosovo and Metohia to put your
country in the same position. Hypothetically, I ask you to do that,
Impposetlmtyouwﬂusethesamewordszmdmesameway
of talking to me about your own country.

I ask you, that-whenever you ancrm and give an opinion re-
garding the issue of Kosovo etohia, suppose that it is in
your country.

Here, we got polnxca] quarrel, according to our view, it is be-
cause Serbian Radical Party is not in power.

We have won the majority of vote in Parliamentary elections,
and instead of getting the support of other parties to form a Go-
vemment, they joined their forces together in order to prevent us
to be in power, so that one third of the voters are left without re-
presentatives in Government.

Therefore, one third of the voters has increased into 40% of
population. A large number of the small parties formed govemn-
ment, that is very instable at the moment. and it can be seen. and
its obvious in the political and public life.

At the same time there is a division among the politicians the
imposed demands from European Union and between the de-
mands from the country. So, that Government resembles of a jow,
where everybody here jow in his direction.

But, no matter how big quarrel is, we will not quarrel about
the issue of Kosovo and Metohia, and if it depends upon Serbian
radical Party, I want to tell you that Serbian Radical Party will not
make that possible. And, even if we enter the election campaign,
we will not create any troubles to the tem included in negotiati-
ons for Kosovo.

We are not the members of that team, but we assist its work.

Perhaps, we shoulq have insisted to be a included into the ne-
gotiations team, but our political adversaries spread the negative
opinion about Serbian Radical Party round the world. That stand
has not been based upon real situation, but it can be a motive for
International Community to behave worse to our negotiation team.

So, we in the Parliament of Serbia approve every move that
our negotiation team takes. Also, a great problem for Serbia is co-
operation with the Hague Tribunal.

But, if you look back to the first days when Hague Tribunal
has been founded, the founder of Hague Tribunal, Security Co-
uncil of United Nations retreated its influence over this Tribunal.

The Tribunal is under direct influence of United States and
European Union. In 13 years of existence, Hague Tribunal did all
it could, in order to drive Serbia away from cooperation with it.

“Serbs, who are imprisoned in Hague, have quite different tre-
atment from the rest of detains. It could be seen according to the
procedure, according to the sentences, number of years they are
sentenced to.

Sentence only against Mr. Milosevic, and excluding the presi-
dents of the other states, it represents the clear wish of Hague Tri-
bunal just to have Serbs sentenced to.

Some release sentences against some army leaders, of the ar-
mies that fought the war against Serbia.

Behavior and proceedings against Albanians seems to drive
away Serbia from cooperation with Hague Tribunal in order to re-
present as it wish not to cooperate with it. But, it seems to all, it
comes to deal with only one person, and really don’t know whe-
re is Ratko Mladic.

President of our political party, dr Vojislav Seselj was sud-
denly indaitened in 2003, by Hague Tribunal for eledged crimes
he committed in 1991, 1992 years, although we were convinced
by then prosecutor of Hague Tribunal

That there is no process led against Vojislav Seselj in 1995
year, his name was Mr. Goldstone.

There is more than a three years passed from the moment dr
Vojislav Seselj left, voluntarily for Hague. The prosecution aga-
inst him clearly says that he was not involved into any act that le-
ad to any crime.

He is in detained for some speeches that could lead somebody
else to perform a crime. He is in detained for the act of gathering
people who would join Yugoslav National army.

In the last 3 years we have completed five books where we
presented his case and the way of violating his human rights, in
his position.But, we received no positive reply round the world.

Except one American criminal, who accepted voluntarily that
his detained period can be so long, we have not found any case
that somebody spent more than three years in prison, sothat story
of human rights and liberty, justice became meaningful in this ca-
se of Mr. Vojislav Seselj.

When the first year of his imprison expired, he asked for pos-
sibility to prepare for his defense process being free.

He was refused and he never asked again for such a possibi-
lity. But, me as a leader of the tearn who prepares his defense.

[ am telling you that it is very difficult to prepare the defense
to someone who is detained, when you have no cooperation eit-
her than Govemment or police or army.At the same time; the Pro-
secutor in Serbia, also prepares in detain. I would accept that Car-
la del Ponte would be detain in one cell and M. Vojislav Seselj in
another cell, and then let them both prepare. Then I would accept
that they have equal conditions for the trial process. Trial is me-
ant to provide equal and justice process.

I know that you can not do much about it. I just had the idea
to acquaint you with this fact; also I would like to ask you. just | to
convey this to your govemments. .

And if Radical party is so much against the cooperation with
Hague Tribunal. I would like if you would quote this example, I
presented to you

Mr. Vojislav Seselj, by his volunteering departure to Hague,
proposed to Hague Tribunal not to be adversaries.

But, the Hague didn’t want equal conditions.

1 just want to thank you once again to have given us this op-
portunity to convey our stands, our position and opinion. We are
open for cooperation, whenever you need our position, we ready
to explain it to you.

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Our tglc:sition have no direct influence on anything that hap-
pens to this

country.

Nevertheless, for what its worth I think we have all been re-
porting whatever happened in this country.

For this, I must be for the behalf of this issues, I must thank
you for your very clear point of view, for a very clear briefing re-
garding the other side of the question.

The opposition always presents the situation much more cle-
ar and for this I am very grateful to you and I should like to ask
my colleagues, if they have any questions that they can put to you
and clarify whatever they have.

Mr. Arshad Saud Khosa: Your Excellency,

The situation of Kosovo. °

Having in mind what happened in Kosovo before 2000, 1999
or before.

The fact is that Kosovo is under UN Administration. I would
like to say that the wish of International Contact Group to come
out quickly with the some kind of solution for Kosovo, the state
is that by the end of the year negotiation about Status must be fi-
nalized, [ would ask you :

Question number one- What is your position, regarding that
what will happen on Kosovo and Metohia?

Second question- What will Serbia do about it?

Third question- What are you going do about it?

[ would be grateful if you will answer me those three questi-
ons openly.

Tomislav Nikolic: If'T have to talk to you openly, I will tell
you that -

Something of that is in the hands of God.

When you don’t have clear stands of International Commu-
nity, then you have various ( a lot) of possibilities.

It’s a fact that Kosovo and Metohia are under UN Administra-
tion, since June 1999,

But, the question is -what is the task of Administration, what is the

framework of its acting and behavior.

Is that the framework according the UN Resolution, Security
Council Resolution 1244, those facts were tread from the first
day.

\
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We are the witnesses, that in the last 7 years UN Administra-
tion prepared the independence of Kosovo and Metohia the furt-
hest way for Kosovo according to the Resolution 1244 was sub-
stantial authority.

Administration had no right to behave as if Kosovo was inde-
pendent, it depended only on high Un Administration Represen-
tative, Mr. Kushner and er on.

There is no satisfaction for they were dismissed, but each of
them has taken Kosovo for one step away from Serbia.

And during the rule of each of those Commissioners, the
number of non-Albanians population decreased in Kosovo. :

I am also inted with the position of US Administration
brought here by the Representative who is in a visit to Belgrade,
that negotiation should be finalized by the end of the year.

Myself, I am also divided upon the this issue, because I have
no influence on this process. Kosovo and Metohia are not ready
for final status. On the other hand if we prolong this torture over
non-Albanian population and Serbs, Kosovo will remain witho-
ut Serbs. Without having present non-Albanian population in Ko-
sovo you can not speak of any other status just of independence.

And although all interational charters speak that it is not al-
lowed to change the ethnic and national structure in on estate, we
are witnessed that UN Administration has done that in Kosovo.

To whorn, then we believe?

We are also members of UN and Charter of UN guarantees to
us inviolability of borders.

Then the issue of our membership in UN comes out.

Do we, then give the alibi or justify: for taking away our terri-
tory and giving independence?

When we accused NATO members for bombarding, in that
case we were refused, because our country was not UN member.
Our story that we were not UN member is not accepted.

So, when we are victims then we were not the members, and
that is not taken in account when we are accused. What will Ser-
bia do?

It’s the question for those in power in Serbia. In every of my
speeches also ask them the same question. :

Serbia is a very unusual country.
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Everybody has an order to ask me what I am going to do if
Kosovo and Metohia become independent.

When I voice my stands and I will tell you now, that this is oc-
cupation and that I will never agree to it and that the historical cir-
cumstances will change now, so that it will be Serbia, again,
everybody says:Tomislav Nikolic would like to lead Serbia to
war.

When [ try to tum the story other way, when I ask Tadic and
Kostunica \:rohat would you do if Kosovo and Metohia become

The answer they will give to is that it is unacceptable for them.

I ask them, then, what will you do tomorrow, in order to know
whether you will have my support or not.

The Constitution of Serbia is clear, this situation has been pro-
vided in our Constitution as a occupation.

* President and Prime Minister of Serbia has taken oath to gu-
ard and protect every part of the territory, they will invest all
ir might, their honor, and I don’t expect that they will commit su-
icide, but I expect, %nds position. A lot of things could depend
on Serbian Radical Party.

Therefore, I would like that their stands would be identical to
ours. In that way we would be moved, have more Concordia in
our common stands.

And I have publicly asked —send invitation to them in one TV
broadcast, where I inyited them to represent ourselves joined to-
gether, without clashes. But, there is no answer from them.

It would be very complex situation that cannot exist without
Kosovo and Metohia .Each country has part of territory that is ti-
ed with destiny. :

H. E. Mr. Ching Hong Saw: Do you think that they want it?
They don’t’ want.

Tomislav Nilg:lic: Certainly, they don’t’ want.

On March 17%, two years ago when there were some distur-
bances on Kosovo, since that time we clearly recognized the fear
among International Administration on Kosovo, maybe one ho-
ur was lacking until the Intemational.

Administration would give order to shoot and then all this si-
tuation would look like what Milosevic did, and in that way they
would refurn Kosovo 20 years back, and acts taken by Milosevic
would be justified. Then, somebody decided that this 1s better not
to do anything then enter into the clash. :

I pointed my view for several times that Administration or
NATO would be leaving Kosovo at once if somebody would gu-
arantee that no one of its soldier would be murdered.
